DISCOVER FAVERSHAM

Arrive at the Shepherd Neame Visitor Centre for morning coffee and meet your guide
from the Faversham Society for a town walk lasting approximately 1% hours. See
Abbey Street — Kent's finest mediaeval road — and the Guildhall with its delightful
cupola and Tudor pillars. Other gems include the Art Deco cinema and the chemist's
shop - with a 13" Century pestle & mortar sign.

Return to the Visitor Centre for a Brewer’s Platter lunch and enjoy an afternoon tour of
the brewery, complete with tutored tasting.

BREWERY TOUR & BROGDALE FARM

SHEPHERD NEAME BREWERY AND FARMING WORLD

See how beer is made from barley to bottle and hop to hand-pump on a morning tour of
the brewery.
